Miscellaneous Information

 Arrive at the starter shack by 11:30am Thursday for orientation.

 There may be refrigerators in the room.  There is an icemaker in the hallway.

 Check-in is 3:00pm and checkout is 11:00am.

 Beer, liquor and wine are sold in the restaurant and bar on site. “Brown-bagging” is not permitted in the lodge or on the course (Use discretion).
 Dinner reservations will be made Thursday evening in the Waynesville lodge, Friday evening at Maggie’s Galley new location and Saturday evening at Bocelli’s Italian Eatery. See attached map for address and phone numbers.
 Breakfast each morning at 7:00am is included in the golf package.

 A quick turn at lunch is usually necessary.  It is suggested that you bring food for lunch or call head and order from the Waynesville Tap room.

 There is no driving range, but there are putting greens and chipping areas.
 Metal\hard spikes are not permitted.  Sleeved\collared shirt required with slacks or shorts. No cut-offs or jeans permitted on the course.

 Reservation number is WCC-F55298 in Devon Farnstrom’s name.  Each participant should also have the golf package in their name.

 The “Chief receipt getter” will obtain golf cart receipts for morning and afternoon rounds on Friday and Saturday.  Participants are responsible for receipts on Thursday and Sunday.

 Thursday afternoon and morning tee times Friday, Saturday, and Sunday have been made in advance.  Remaining afternoon round tee times will be made each morning.

Golf Rules of Play

1. HAVE FUN!

2. USGA rules apply except as noted below:

3. Shots hit out-of-bounds or lost will be played from point of exit with a one stroke penalty.

4. Ball may be bumped in the fairway and rough no more than six inches from point of rest for all formats except the scrambles.
5. For scramble formats, ball will be played within one club length no closer to the hole.  
6. Ball may not be moved out of a hazard, bunker, rough or closer to the hole.
7. A ball is on the green if it is touching the green.

8. In case of darkness, the last hole begun by the last group will determine the number of holes for that round.

9. Maintain pace of play, particularly for afternoon round due to early nightfall.

10. If a round is canceled for any reason other than darkness, group will decide redistribution of prizes.

11. Record all par 3 greens hit in regulation by circling score on card.

12. Scorecard playoffs will be determined by the first hole of the first nine played and subsequent holes as necessary; not the #1 handicap hole.

13. The odd handicap stroke will be applied to back nine.

14. All putts will be holed out (no gimmees).

15. All rounds will be played from the white tees unless noted otherwise in game descriptions.

16. Once scorecards and CTP flags are submitted, scores, greenies and CTP’s results are final.  Verify scorecard and CTP flags before submitting.

17. Any ambiguity in the rules or protests will be decided by the Committee.  The Committee’s rulings are final.

Description of Games

Thursday PM - Individual Low Net by Flight

Players are grouped by flight (A,B,C,D).  Players are only competing against opponents in their foursome/flight.  Scores are based on net score (gross score minus handicap).  With a majority vote in the flight, each group can optionally choose to play tees other than white. Prizes are awarded for 1st and 2nd place in each flight.
Friday AM  -  Modified 4 Man Scramble (pick-a-tee)

A team consists of 4 players.  Handicaps are not used in this game.  Team will decide which of the 3 tees (blue/white/red) to play on a given hole. Each tee must be played a minimum of 6 times during the round. All team members will hit from the same tee. The team will select one of the shots, and play from the chosen location until the team posts a score for each hole.  Score for each hole is based on first ball to enter the cup.  A tee shot from each player must be used a minimum of 4 times.  Ball will be played within one club length no closer to the hole.  Ball may not be moved out of a hazard or bunker.  Prizes are awarded for the first and second place teams.
Friday  PM  -  2 Man Best Ball

Each team consists of 2 players.  Each player will play their own shot.  The score for the team is determined by lowest net score of the team on each hole (actual/gross score minus player’s handicap adjustment on a hole.)  Only one score per hole is used. Prizes are awarded for first, second and third place teams.

Saturday AM  -  Orange Ball & 3 Man Scramble
Orange Ball

Each team will be given an “Orange Ball”.  Each person on a given team must play the entire hole with the orange ball a minimum of 4 holes.  Orange ball player must be determined prior to first team member teeing off on each hole.  An “Orange Ball” score will be posted per hole on the scorecard without using the players handicap (gross score).  If the orange ball is lost during the round, another ball must be substituted and designated as the orange ball, but the teams orange ball score will be penalized 1/4 stroke per hole for the hole the ball is lost on and each subsequent hole.  If a subsequent replacement orange ball is lost the orange ball score will be penalized an additional 1/4 stroke per hole for the hole the ball is lost on and each subsequent hole. Prizes are awarded for first and second place teams.

3 Man Scramble

The 3 team members will play the hole as a 3-man scramble.  Each golfer will hit a shot; the team will select 1 of the shots, and play from each selected spot until the team posts a score for each hole.  Score for each hole is based on first ball to enter the “pickle jar”.  Handicaps are not used in this game.  Ball will be played within one club length no closer to the hole.  Ball may not be moved out of a hazard or bunker.  Prizes are awarded for first and second place teams
Saturday PM  -  2 Man Modified Captain’s Choice
Each team consists of 2 players.  A team handicap is calculated by taking the lower handicap and multiplying it by 50%; take the higher handicap and multiply it by 20%; Add the two un-rounded numbers together and the rounded result is the total handicap of the team to be subtracted from the gross score.   Both players on a team hit from the tee, and then each player hits their partner’s ball.  Now play only from the best ball using Captains Choice until the ball is holed.  This applies to the par 3’s also.  Keep gross score.  The final\net score will be calculated by taking the gross score minus the team’s handicaps.  Prizes are awarded for first, second and third place teams.
Sunday AM  -  2 Man Alternate Shot
Each team consists of two players. Team members alternate hitting each shot until the hole is completed.  At the beginning of the round the team decides who will tee off on the even holes and who will tee off on the odd numbered holes.  For the par three competition both team members would tee off for the closest to the pin.  For the alternate shot competition only the person designated to tee off on that hole would count. Handicaps are not used in this game.  Prizes are awarded for first, second and third place teams.
